Team Fees - Volleyball fees are $100.00 per team. If you register a team
and within the first 24 hours determine you will not be able to play, half of
your team fee will be returned. After 24 hours you will receive no money
back. Be sure you know you will have a team before registering.



Rules Meeting - every year Eldon goes over the basic rules and how to
referee a game. This will take place on October 13". Any team members
who will be asked to referee needs to be at this meeting and it will also be
informative for new players/teams. All teams will need to have people
available to referee.

All games will be on Monday nights.

You must be 13 years of age or older to play. If you are 12 years of age at
the beginning of the season but will turn 13 before the end of February you
are eligible to play.

There is a 10 minute grace period for the first game of the
match and then 5 minutes for each additional game. All other games will
only have the 5 minute grace period.
